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Rain Barrels are used to capture run-off from roof drains and store it for later use.  This can save you money 

while helping to improve local water quality (by managing stormwater runoff).  The Opequon Creek Project 

Team, Inc. sponsors Rain Barrel workshops in the Martinsburg area in an effort to reduce runoff into our 

streams and provide water for gardening.
